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THE Professional Jockeys Association has paid a heart-felt tribute to the two teenage jockeys Jan 
Wilson and Jamie Kyne who died in a fire in North Yorkshire at the weekend. 
 
The PJA’s chief executive Kevin Darley said: “I can only begin to understand the pain and hurt that 
must be felt by the families of these two young apprentice jockeys who had so much to live for.  
They were showing such promise as young people, and to have lost their lives in such terrible 
circumstances is devastating. 
 
“The pride of Jan’s family in her achievements shone through, especially last month when she 
enjoyed her third winner on Imperial Sword at Ayr.  Jan would have been riding the horse again at 
Thirsk on the day that she died. 
 
“The loss of an only child must be heartbreaking.  Jan, whose employer David Barron has spoken 
movingly about how dedicated she was and about the passion she possessed for the sport of 
horseracing, was providing her family with so much delight and pleasure as she embarked on her 
career as a jockey. 
 
“Jamie was a starlet as the progress he had made in his career at such a tender age shows.  He 
was an immensely popular member of the Weighing Room, and a great future was in store for him. 
 
“His family must have felt so much pride that he had achieved so much in such a short time.  That 
he possessed so much natural talent augured well for the future, and his colleagues could tell that 
he was a very fine jockey in the making. 
 
“All our thoughts are with the two bereaved families at this time.  The deaths of Jan and Jamie will 
be felt among the community of jockeys for many years to come.  We have lost two of our own, 
and they won’t be forgotten.”
