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THE nominations for the 22" Stobart Lesters - horse racing’s own ‘Oscars
- were revealed today.

The glittering awards ceremony celebrating the achievements of Jockeys
from Britain and overseas during 2011 will take place at the Hilton
Metropole in Birmingham on Thursday 5 April in front of a host of sporting
stars and celebrities.

Sixteen times Champion Jump Jockey AP McCoy could add two more
‘Lesters’ to his current haul of 17 after being nominated for ‘Jump Ride of
the Year’ on Folie A Deux at Warwick in January 2011 and ‘Jump Jockey of
the Year'.

2011 Flat racing Champion Jockey Paul Hanagan could pick up his sixth
Lester after nominations for ‘Flat Jockey of the Year’ and ‘Flat Ride of the
Year’ on Barefoot Lady at Newmarket in April.

Paul Hanagan’s closest rival for the 2011 championship, Silvestre De
Sousa, is nominated for two Lesters - ‘Flat Jockey of the Year’ and ‘Flat
Ride of the Year’ on Art History at Pontefract in September.

In changes to previous years, the ‘International Jockey of the Year’
becomes ‘International Jockey Ride of the Year’, while the Flat and Jump
Jockey ‘Special Recognition” awards now include racing personalities from
outside the Weighing Room. Among the nominations are trainer Sir Henry
Cecil, valets David Mustow and Steve Charlton, JIM team physiotherapist
Anna O’Brien and agent Dave Roberts.

Voting for ‘The Lesters’ is by ballot among members of the Professional
Jockeys Association.

ceremony and the brilliant live band RPJ, fronted by Rick Parfitt jnr
performing until the early hours.
